BOND ISSUANCE

On Tuesday November 16, the CSD closed
on a $5 million Water Revenue Bond! This
bond was pursued because staggering
inflation has made financing projects with
both grant assistance and CSD rate revenue
nearly impossible. The bond revenue will
help offset these impacts and projects like
the Defensive Space and Ignition Resistant
Construction, Backup Power Reliability,
SCADA, and others can continue.
